Each of the 65 ELCA
synods has at least one international church companion, and
many have additional relationships, for a total of more than 120
companion synod relationships.

These relationships are rooted in accompaniment, which
promotes the values of mutuality, inclusivity, vulnerability,
empowerment and sustainability. Through the program,
companion churches and ELCA synods nurture and strengthen
one another for life and ministry through prayer, study,
communication, exchange of visitors and sharing of resources.
