Romans 5:1-5 (NRSV)

Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with
God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have
obtained access to this grace in which we stand; and we
boast in our hope of sharing the glory of God. And not only
that, but we also boast in our sufferings, knowing that
suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces
character, and character produces hope, and hope does not
disappoint us, because God’s love has been poured into our
hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.

* How do teachings of the
Christian faith (perhaps, from a
Lutheran perspective) help me
better understand this passage?

* What do I hear God saying to
me in this passage? Does
anything come to mind for the
topic before us today?

5. Pause for prayer, giving thanks for
God’s word shared here today.
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What other theme would you like
to consider?
Which Scripture verses could you read?
What questions might you ask?
