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Resolved

To receive with gratitude the memorials of the Upper Susquehanna and New England synods
regarding hydraulic fracturing;

To thank the Upper Susquehanna and New England synods for raising an important issue
and for their continued partnership as advocates for a cleaner energy future for our
communities and for God’s creation;

To recognize the complexity of issues surrounding hydraulic fracturing and the divergent
views of this practice that exist within the ELCA,

To support and lift up the ongoing and evolving work of ELCA advocacy ministries of the
Congregational and Synodical Mission unit to monitor and engage issues related to hydraulic
fracturing; and

To encourage all ELCA synods, congregations and members to inform and educate
themselves through the lens of the social statements Caring for Creation (1993), Sufficient,
Sustainable Livelihood for All (1999), and Genetics, Faith, and Responsibility (2011) about
the issues pertaining to hydraulic fracturing by engaging in 1) grassroots conversation, 2) the
sharing of pertinent stories, and 3) workshops and study groups to discern the theological,
moral and ethical facets of this practice.
