Tema: Construccidn de pazy reconciliacion a la luz de Génesis 33
Texto biblico: Génesis 33:1-20

Breve descripcion:

¢ Existen aspectos del comportamiento de Jacob, narrado en Génesis 33, que pueden
ayudarnos a comprender mejor la construccion de pazy reconciliacion?

STUDY GUIDE

Title: “To See Your Face Is to See the Face of God”

Theme: Building peace and reconciliation in light of Genesis 33
Biblical text: Genesis 33:1-20

Brief description:

Conflict and resolution are points of entry that have been used in many of the
interpretations of the narrative cycles that are contained within the book of Genesis.
Particularly, it is an excellent way to approach the story of Jacob and Esau. The accounts of
these two brothers, in conflict from the day of their birth, offer some of the clearest biblical
examples of the human reality that includes enmity, rancor, cunning and all the
consequences proper to a conflict that has not been resolved. The greatest contribution
that the reflection of Genesis 33 has to offer today is to highlight that the construction of
peace and reconciliation is not an easy task and that it achieves its greatest results when
one is able to see the face of God in the face of the neighbor.

Questions for reflection:

What are aspects that generate conflicts in your family? In your church? In your society?
How are they usually faced (e.g., denial, confrontation, resolution)?

Are there aspects in the behavior of Jacob, narrated in Genesis 33, that can help us to
better comprehend the process of peace-building and reconciliation?

In Genesis 33 itis written that when Jacob met his brother, he affirmed, “To see your face is
like seeing the face of God.” In what ways have you seen the face of God in your siblings,
especially during times of conflict?
